Redevelopment of the ABN AMRO-complex

The ABN AMRO-complex, including the Circl Pavillion, was bought by
the Victory Group in December 2021. The plan is to redevelop and
extend the existing offices into a space that accommodates homes,
offices and services (partially accessible to the public) and that allows
space for greenery. There will be seven buildings in total. Two of
those will accommodate apartments, above a ground floor dedicated
to various other purposes.

Environmental Plan Modification

The repurposing of the complex, including the addition of office space
and apartments, does not comply with the current Environmental
Plan as issued by the City of Amsterdam. A change to this plan is
therefore necessary and to inform people in the vicinity, the city
council has drawn up a participation plan. This plan can be viewed on
the open.amsterdam website. The walk-in consultation meeting is
also part of this participation.
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Walk-in Consultation Meeting 28 October

The meeting will be attended by project team members from both the City of Amsterdam and the
development company. Information will be provided about the (procedure to obtain a) modification of
the Environmental Plan and about the redevelopment of the complex. You can also get an early
indication of the possible future size of the buildings. In addition, there will naturally be plenty of
opportunity to ask any questions you may have.
